14.Chain Cover

A: REMOVAL

1) Drain the engine oil. <Ref. to LU(H6DO)-10, RE-
PLACEMENT, Engine Oil.>

2) Lift up the vehicle.

3) Remove the under cover. <Ref. to EI-33, RE-
MOVAL, Front Under Cover.>

4) Drain engine coolant. <Ref. to CO(H6DO)-12,
DRAINING OF ENGINE COOLANT, REPLACE-
MENT, Engine Coolant.>

5) Remove the front exhaust pipe. <Ref. to
EX(H6DO)-5, REMOVAL, Front Exhaust Pipe.>

6) Lower the vehicle.

7) Change the bolt mounting position from (A) to
(B), and completely open the front hood.

Tightening torque:
20 N-m (2.0 kgf-m, 14.8 ft-Ib)
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8) Loosen the clamp (A) which connects the air in-
take boot assembly.

9) Loosen the bolt (B) which secures the air intake
boot assembly to the collector cover bracket.

10) Remove the air intake boot assembly, and
move it to the left side wheel apron.
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11) Remove the air intake duct. <Ref. to IN(HEDO)-
8, REMOVAL, Air Intake Duct.>
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13) Disconnect the connector from the throttle
body.

14) Remove the engine harness connector from
the engine hanger bracket.
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15) Remove the engine hanger bracket.

16) Remove the throttle body from the intake man-
ifold.

NOTE:

Do not disconnect the inlet and outlet hoses of en-
gine coolant.

21) Remove the radiator main fan & fan motor and
radiator sub fan & fan motor. <Ref. to CO(H6DO)-
21, REMOVAL, Radiator Main Fan and Fan Mo-
tor.>

22) Remove the radiator. <Ref. to CO(H6DO)-17,
REMOVAL, Radiator.>

23) Remove the crank pulley. <Ref. to ME(H6DO)-
52, REMOVAL, Crank Pulley.>

24) Support the engine with a lifting device and
wire ropes.

25) Remove the front mount from the chain cover.

26) Remove the front mounting bracket from the
cradle.

27) Remove the oil cooler pipe from the chain cov-
er.
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28) Remove the chain cover.

NOTE:

Chain cover installation bolt has three different sizes. To prevent the confusion in installation, keep these
bolts on container individually.

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B: INSTALLATION

1) Apply liquid gasket to the mating surfaces of the cylinder block, cylinder head and oil pan upper as shown
in the figure.

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2) Apply liquid gasket to the mating surface of the chain cover.

NOTE:
Install within 5 min. after applying liquid gasket.

28) Install the collector cover.

29) Change the bolt mounting position from (B) to
(A), and completely close the front hood.

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C: INSPECTION

1) Check the chain cover surface for scratches or
dents.

2) Check for oil leakage on the chain cover mating
surface and installation part of crank pulley.

If there is an oil leak from the oil seal, perform re-
placement with a new oil seal.
