CAUTION:

® All SRS electrical wiring harnesses are covered with
yellow outer insulation.

® Replace the entire affected SRS harness assembly if
it has an open circuit or damage wiring.

® SRS Type I only: Before disconnecting the SRS wire
harness, install the short connector on the airbag (see
page 16-105).

SRS Type 1: Aero Deck {KG, KE)
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To avoid accidental deployment and
possible injury always install the protective short
connector on the inflator connector when the har-
ness is disconnected.

® When prying with a flat tip screwdriver, wrap it with protective tape to prevent damage.

® Before tightening the dashboard bolts, make sure the dashboard wires are not pinched, and that the dashboard
is not interfering with the heater control and function cables.
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
