1. DESCRIPTION

(@) Defogger system data and the Diagnostic Trouble Code (DTCs) can be read in the Data Link Connec-
tor 3 (DLC3) of the vehicle. When the system seems to be malfunctioning, use the intelligent tester
Il to check for malufunctions and perform repairs.

2. CHECKDLC3

The vehicle’s ECU uses the ISO 15765-4 for communication
protocol. The terminal arrangement of the DLC3 complies with
ISO 15031-03 and matches the ISO 15765-4 format.
