HINT:

Never dispose of an instrument panel airbag assy
lower No.2 that has an undeployed airbag.

The airbag produces an exploding sound when it is
deployed, so perform the operation outdoors and
where it will not create a nuisance to nearby resi-
dents.

When deploying the airbag, always use the specified
SST (SRS Airbag Deployment Tool). Perform the op-
eration in a place away from electrical noise.

When deploying the airbag, perform the operation at
least 10 m (33 ft) away from the instrument panel air-
bag assy lower No.2.

The instrument panel airbag assy lower No.2 be-
comes extremely hot when the airbag is deployed, so
do not touch it for at least 30 minutes after deploy-
ment.
