Connecting terminals TC and CG of the DLC3 outputs trouble codes on the combination meter’s multi—in-
formation display.

HINT:

When a warning lamp continuously blinks, a ground short in the wiring of terminal TC of the DLC3 or an inter-
nal ground short in the relevant ECU may be the cause.
