CIRCUIT DESCRIPTION

This circuit carries the SET/COAST, RESUME/ACCEL and CANCEL voltage signals to the ECU.

WIRING DIAGRAM
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INSPECTION PROCEDURE

HINT:
In case of using the LEXUS hand−held tester, start the inspection from step 1 and in case of not using the
LEXUS hand−held tester, start from step 2.

1 Check cruise control switch using LEXUS hand−held tester.

PREPARATION:
Connect the LEXUS hand−held tester to the DLC3.
CHECK:
Check the cruise control switch using DATA LIST.

2 Check voltage between terminals CCS of Engine and ECT ECU connector and
body ground.

PREPARATION:
(a) Remove the Engine and ECT ECU with the connector still

connected.
(b) Turn the ignition switch ON.
CHECK:
Measure voltage between terminals CCS of Engine and ECT
ECU c onnect or and body gr ound, when each of t he SET/
COAST, RESUME/ACCEL and CANCEL is turned ON.
