
REAR AXLE <SEDAN> – 
General Information/
Service Specifications/Special Tools

GENERAL INFORMATION
The rear axle consists of a knuckle, rear hub, unit
bearing and axle shaft. The unit bearing is press-
fitted to the rear axle shaft and bolted to the knuckle.
The unit bearing utilises the double row angular con-

tact ball bearing type. For ABS operation, a rotor is
located on the rear axle shaft, and a speed sensor
is located on the knuckle to detect vehicle speed.

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REAR AXLE <SEDAN> – On-vehicle Service

ON-VEHICLE SERVICE
HUB AXIAL PLAY CHECK
1. Remove the calliper assembly and the brake disc.
2. Check the hub axial play

Place a dial gauge against the hub surface; then move
the hub in the axial direction and check whether or not
there is axial play.

Limit: 0.05 mm

3. If the play exceeds the limit value, replace the rear hub
assembly.

REAR HUB ROTARY-SLIDING RESISTANCE
CHECK
1. Remove the calliper assembly and the brake disc.
2. After turning the hub a few times to seat the bearing,

wind a cord around the hub bolt and turn the hub by
pulling at a 90� angle with a spring balance. Measure
to determine whether or not the rotary-sliding resistance
of the rear hub is at the limit value.

Limit: 18 N or less

3. If the rotary-sliding resistance exceeds the limit value,
replace the rear hub assembly.
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REAR AXLE <SEDAN> – On-vehicle Service

HUB BOLT REPLACEMENT
1. Remove the calliper assembly and support it with wire

so that it does not fall.
2. Remove the brake disc.
3. Remove the parking brake shoe and lining assembly.

4. Pull the hub bolt out using the special tool.

Caution
The special tool should be suspended by a cord to
prevent it from coming off.

5. Use the wheel nuts to securely install the new hub bolts,
ensuring they are seated correctly.
