B: INSTALLATION

1) Install the grommet to the toe board.
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2) Insert the end of the steering shaft into the toe
board grommet.

3) With the tilt lever secured, tighten the steering
shaft mounting bolts under instrument panel.

Tightening torque:

25 N-m (2.5 kgf-m, 18.1 fi-Ib)
4) Connect all the connectors under the instrument
panel.
5) Connect the airbag system connector at the har-
ness spool.

NOTE:

Make sure to apply double lock.

6) Install the instrument panel lower cover with tilt
lever held in the lowered position.

Remove the two screws securing the upper steer-
ing column covers, and the two screws securing
the combination switch, and then remove related
parts.

Insert the combination switch to the upper column
shaft, and install the upper column cover. Then
route the ignition key harness and combination
switch harness between the column cover mount-
ing bosses.

Tightening torque:

1.2 N-m (0.12 kgf-m, 0.9 ft-Ib)
