5. Passenger’s Airbag Module

A: REMOVAL

1) Turn the ignition switch to OFF.

2) Disconnect the ground cable from battery and
wait for at least 20 seconds before starting work.
3) Remove the instrument panel. <Ref. to EI-54,
INSTRUMENT PANEL (EXCLUDING STEERING
SUPPORT BEAM), REMOVAL, Instrument Panel
Assembly.>

4) Remove the claw, and remove the passenger’s
airbag module.
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5) Refer to “CAUTION” for handling of a removed
airbag module. <Ref. to AB-4, CAUTION, General
Description.>

B: INSTALLATION

Install in the reverse order of removal.

C: INSPECTION
